 After drop-off, parents and family spectators may go directly onto the field, 

accessing it via the slope to the top of the hill 
 Children will enter the field at 9:00am, and events will begin promptly

look after them and be mindful of the heat in what we plan the rest of the time this week.  
This may mean we have some more inside play if it becomes extremely hot at lunchtime or 
afternoon breaks – but we have a lot of shade on our top field under the trees and in the 
yards and will make decisions based on the conditions to ensure the children are as 
comfortable as possible.
